Meeting commenced at 10:05 EST

1. General Updates

AE indicated that the TGDC would receive information shortly after the New Year concerning travel and accommodation arrangements for the March 29, 2006 TGDC plenary session at NIST. 
The EAC has posted portions of the recently adopted VVSG at: http://guidelines.kennesaw.edu/vvsg/intro.asp
The EAC expects to complete the document and post it in its entirety within the next couple of weeks.

2. EAC Approval of VVSG1 following NIST’s Assistance in resolving public review comments
AG reviewed the 12/13 EAC Meeting where the VVSG was adopted. The effective date of the VVSG will be 24 months after adoption.  Existing ITAs indicated they could be ready to test in about 3 months. Test methods for some requirements are not clear.
The EAC will grandfather current testing laboratories for a period of time as a transition strategy to the NVLAP program.

NIST staff provided technical guidance assisting the EAC in resolving public comments. Resolution of many public comments was deferred (carried over) to the next VVSG. Sometimes the EAC differed with NIST guidance on CRT requirements.  NIST has not seen the final version of the VVSG. 

NIST staff continues development of the next VVSG. EAC has accepted timetable for VVSG-next proposed at Boulder session.

SL gave an update on the resolution process for HFP comments. Eight high level policy issues were referred to the EAC for decision. NIST  does not agree or disagree with the policy decisions. SL discussed “alternative language capabilities” decision by EAC. There was lots of give and take. 

JW reviewed section 6 (security) requirements. Some clarification may be needed on wireless section. NIST has not seen final revision. NIST/EAC need to meet to discuss and better understand the temporary accreditation process. There is a need for transparency in the testing program and test methods.

LR pointed out that NVLAP has not recommended any labs yet to the EAC. The grandfathering is necessary as a transition to a new program. 

BW pointed out that the existing labs have been told that they will need to apply to NVLAP for accreditation. The EAC cannot shut down the program in the interim.

LR covered the glossary/glossary comments review process; Much back and forth between EAC and NIST;  With respect to comments not accepted by the EAC, an attempt as made to find a middle ground. NIST has not seen final glossary.

3. Discussion of two documents: http://vote.nist.gov/TGDC/wdraft20051202/DFW- WorkingDraft-20051202.html and “classes document
From last conference call, Craft pointed out the problematic issue of precinct versus central count distinction. In the most recent version this distinction has been pushed down further into the requirements. 
LR pointed out that DF accommodated many different public comments.  The document should go out of CR T to the entire TGDC for review. After that, LR thought it would be most useful to show the TGDC reviewed document to a broader audience. JW suggested that this be done through the standards and advisory boards within the FACA review process. CRT members agreed.

JR requested more input from the disability community- such as the AAPD in the requirements process. (AE will check with General Counsel on allowable outreach within constraints of HAVA).

4. Other items
There was a short discussion (pros and cons)  of  creating a greater level of detail for the VVSG-next timeline.
